ROUTE 79 | COLUMBUS AVE

Route 79 operates between Building #19 on Narragansett Park Drive and the Pawtucket Transit Center. It serves a
number of residential neighborhoods in eastern Pawtucket, primarily along Columbus Avenue, Newport Avenue,
and Beverage Hill Avenue. Route 79 has low ridership because it largely duplicates Routes 35 Rumford/Newport
Avenue and 80 Armistice Boulevard, and would be discontinued. Existing Route 79 riders would instead be
served by Routes 35 and 8o0.
