Cash donations were collected at Job Lot stores and
Job Lot also contributed three tractor trailer trucks loaded with non-perishable
food items.

The Rhode Island Community Food Bank distributes food to people in need
through a statewide network of 160 member agencies. These agencies include
food pantries, meal sites, shelters, youth programs and senior centers. Each
month, 57,000 struggling Rhode Islanders receive food assistance at these
agencies.
