New Statewide Public Transit-
Human Services
Transportation Plan

Following a year-long inclusive planning
process, the Rl Coordinated Public Transit-
Human Services Transportation Plan
(known as the Coordinated Plan) was adopted by the state Human Services
Transportation Coordinating Council and is now available for viewing on
RIPTA's website. The Federal Transit Administration requires this plan to be
updated every 5 years, and all projects selected for FTA Section 5310 funding
for Enhanced Mobility for Seniors and Individuals with Disabilities must be
included. It identifies the transportation needs of these specific groups, provides
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strategies for meeting these needs, and prioritizes transportation services for
funding and implementation.

Progress on New Providence
Transit Center

RIPTA continues to make progress in

creating a new downtown transit center
that will meet the needs of our riders and

support the downtown area. The period
for interested private parties to submit
proposals to design build finance, operate and maintain the new center on
Dorrance Street recently closed and RIPTA will begin reviewing the proposals.

Louie Medeiros,
Diesel Mechanic

Who do you call when
you’re driving a 20-ton
bus and it breaks down?

At RIPTA, you call Louie
Medeiros, one of our top-
notch diesel mechanics
who staffs our mobile
service truck, which is Louie Medeiros stands in front of RIPTA vehicle
much like our own AAA

roadside assistance for public transportation.

With 48 years of experience at RIPTA, Louie is our most senior mechanic,
much-loved and respected for his expertise and never-failing positive attitude.
“There isn’t much | can’t fix on the road,” he says with his characteristic smile
and lilt of an accent from growing up in the Azores. “And if | can’t fix it, | use my
truck to push the bus off the road and get it out of the way until we can get it
towed.”

Louie drives a heavy-duty service truck that is equipped with, well, pretty much
everything he might need for roadside repairs. Oil leaks, faulty wheelchair lifts,
broken sideview mirrors, ignition and battery problems, snapped fanbelts, and
stuck windshield wipers are just a few of the problems that he must tackle.
There isn’t much he hasn’t seen and he has the experience to handle it all.

Louie started at RIPTA in 1975 cleaning and fueling buses. He had worked at
private auto garages before coming to RIPTA, and about a year after starting
here, he began working as a mechanic in our Rlde paratransit division. After 37
years there, he decided to take his skills on the road with our daytime mobile
service truck. (RIPTA has three service trucks, with two in Providence and one
in Newport. Typically, only one, the lead truck with Louie, is in service at a time.)
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Louie starts his days early and doesn’t wait for things to go wrong. He is in the
bus yard at about 3:30 am, starting up dozens of buses and helping move them
into position to start their routes. He says he’s seen countless changes in the
transit industry over the years, including the construction of RIPTA's Chafee
Maintenance Facility, the passenger terminal at Kennedy Plaza and, most
recently, the new Pawtucket-Central Falls Transit Center. The buses have
evolved as well, with RIPTA’s fleet now including zero-emission electric buses.

For all his mechanical knowledge, Louie says it is interacting with all the people
at RIPTA that he likes the most about his job. When not working, he enjoys golf,
working in his yard and spending time with his grandchildren.

“Louie is our most senior mechanic,” says Joe Monti, Assistant General
Manager of Vehicle Maintenance. “With his skills and great attitude, he keeps
us going.”
