The RI General Assembly has asked RIPTA to study paratransit service and
design a statewide program that addresses the needs of older adults and
individuals with disabilities traveling outside the current paratransit service area.
Based on public input received at two September meetings, RIPTA has
evaluated the parameters and cost of expanding paratransit service and
examined several alternatives.
