RIPTA was honored to have the
State’s full Congressional delegation
and Providence Mayor Jorge Elorza
join us recently to mark the official
start of construction on the
Downtown Transit Connector (DTC).

The 1.4 mile corridor will provide
high-frequency bus service from Providence’s Hospital District to the train
station, and the project is largely funded by a federal TIGER grant.
